How do | participate in the BPU ENERGY
STAR Rebate Program?

Participation in the BPU ENERGY STAR
Rebate Program is easy. Mail or bring in the
receipt from the purchase, the completed
rebate form and the ENERGY STAR label that
is provided by the retailer where you pur-
chased the product. Extra copies of the rebate
form are available at www.jamestownbpu.com
and at BPU Customer Service.

How will | receive the rebate?

Upon verification, the rebate will be in the form
of a credit on your next electric bill. (Look for
the credit on your bill).

What should | do with my old item?

Many retailers offer removal when you buy a
new unit. You also may take it to the Chautau-
qua County Landfill (for disposal rates, call
985-4785). The Jamestown BPU offers a third
option of free curbside pickup of old items that
have been validated for the rebate, excluding
HVAC pumps, central AC units , thermostats
and windows. To schedule an appointment to
have your old appliance removed at the curb,
call the BPU Garbage Hotline at(716) 661-
1651. You must schedule pickup of your old
appliance within 60 days of purchase.

Is there a limit on how much | can claim on
rebates?

The limit for BPU ENERGY STAR item rebates
is $1,000 per customer account.

If | bought an ENERGY STAR product
before the rebate program started, may |
apply for a rebate now?

Unfortunately you are ineligible for a rebate,
but take comfort in the fact that you will be
saving money every month on your utility bills.
Products purchased between October 1, 2008,
and December 31, 2009, are rebate-eligible.
